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THOUGHT FOR THE MONTH

The historian, Robert Tombs, has written that

“We like to think that liberty is fought for....a widespread belief is that liberty
was won during the [English] Civii War. The reality is different. Only when
the country rejected fighting was liberty possible. To the Whigs we owe the
principle that rulers must obey the law and that legitimate authority requires
the consent of the people. From the Tories came the principle that people
have no right to rebel against a government because they disagree with it.
of English pofitical culture: suspicion of Ulopias and zealots: trust in
common sense and experiencs; respect for tradition; preference for gradual
change; and the view that ‘compromise’ is victory, nof betrayal.”

This is, of course, justifiably high praise for good manners. It is also practical good
sense. All the torments of the First World War never really settled anything and,
skipping over intervening horrors of the twentieth century, the fundamentalist and
absolutist ideologies flourishing in parts of the Near East and Africa in recent decades
have brought much suffering and no contentment to their practiioners and to the

people they dominate.

While some of us do not much enjoy participating in the committee meetings and
consullative exercises thal are parl of the processes of democratic government,
before grumbling too much or refusing to take part, it is worth considering what the
alternatives might be. Parts of two of the Quaker Advices and Queries are relevant
The first asks: Do you respect that of God in everyone though it may be expressed in
unfamiliar ways or be difficulf to discern? Each of us has a particular expenence of
God and each must find the way fo be frue fo #. The second exhoris us to:
Remember your responsibilities as a citizen for the conduct of local. national and
infernational affairs. So, hurrah for the virtues of tolerance and active enthusiasm,
each tempering the other and together, bit-by-bit keeping sanity and good humour in
the world around us.

TRINITY SUNDAY 1965
(the year before England won the world cup)
to 2015 : FIFTY YEARS

PROGRESS REPORT FOLLOWING THE LEAD THEFT FROM ST. MICHAEL'S

During the first week of June temporary repairs took place to the south aisle roof using
felt to make this weather tight, and plastic down pipes and hoppers have been fitted
where the lead ones were taken. Our architect is now working on plans for full repair,
and we remain hopeful that we will obtain consent to use terne coated stainless steel in
place of lead which is not as susceplible to theft as lead but has a similar appearance.

In the meantime, plans are being finalised for the re-roofing of the main roof for which
we hope to receive a faculty very shorily. It is hoped that work on this will start in the
autumn. If we can raise funds in time, it would clearly make sense to try and carry out
the work to the south aisle roof at the same time.

I should like to extend a very heartfelt thank you to all those who have responded to
the appeal for donations which went out with the last magazine.

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COMMUNITY ENERGY IN GARGRAVE & MALHAMDALE
HEAT - an opportunity to regenerate the Dales economy?

According o Malhamdale Renewable Energy Group's survey of Nov 2007 home heating
consumed over 7.5 million units (kilo-watt hours kWh) of energy compared to 1.5 million
units of electricity for light and power. Main heating fuels used were LPG, oil, coal and
wood and some electric heating. Malhamdale being off the gas grid, oil was the major
heating fuel, accounting for 45% of total energy consumption. It also accounted for 44%
of COzemissions and 34% of annual energy costs. Something needs to be done to
reduce these emissions.

Gargrave uses mostly mains (natural) gas, a cheaper and cleaner fuel. However CO;
emissions from buming natural gas are still considerable, about 72% of emissions from
burning heating oil, and with our North Sea reserves depleted most of our gas is
imported, giving rise to uncertainty over pricing and adversely affecting our balance of
payments. Here too we need to consider alternative ways of heating our homes.

Thease changes present a challenge which can lead to long term benefits if we carefully
consider the choices facing the community as a whole. Central heating systems
normally have a life of 20 — 25 years so we have to consider the long term sustainability
of the choice we make and its affect on the fulure of our community and the
environment. Powering hundreds of air source heat pumps would triple our electricity
demand needing a substantial investment in wind turbines or nuclear power stations
with fittie or no direct benefit to our communities or the local economy. Fracking for shale
gas might supply an unquantifiable source of natural gas for an unknown time period at
a cost we can only guess at, also with little local community benefit.

The alternative low carbon heating fuel to ol or natural gas is biomass. Usually supplied
as wood chippings or pellets, biomass is a “carbon lean” fuel which causes a fraction of
the emissions of fossil fuels. Provided the source is sustainably managed, atmospheric
CO; absorbed in the growing of replacement trees ofisets CO; produced by buming. A
common source is waste from joinery operations and sawmills which would otherwise
end up in landfill eventually deteriorating to produce methane, a powerful greenhouse
gas.

Biomass, however, requires larger dry bulk storage than oil or gas, often not available in
many of our older properties. It is best suited therefore to fuelling a large central boiler
delivering heat, through a piped distribution system to a number of properties. District
heating, while being best suited to new-build estate housing can be retro-fitted with
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careful planning and co-operation between neighbours.

Other advantages worth considering include the following:

Properties fed from a district heating system don't need their own boiler
saving the cost of a replacement

Biomass fuels generate lower levels of such pollutants as sulphur dioxide
which produces acid rain and the residues from burning (ash) can be returned
to the soil.

Modern wood pellet boilers for central heating are just as efficient and fully
programmabile as their fossil fuel counterparts.

The use of biomass encourages the management of woodland which
increases biodiversity.

The creation of managed woodlands contributes to rainfall retention, reducing
rate of run-off and preventing erosion and flooding downstream

Biomass for domestic consumption can be sourced locally from within the UK
contributing to security of supply.

UK sourced biomass can offer business opportunities and support the rural
economy.

There is no area of the UK that cannot produce biomass and the setting up of
supply and distribution networks can reduce the financial and environmental
costs of distribution. There are already a number of distributors serving our
area.

A local consideration is that The National Park Management Plan objectives D6 and
D7 support farmers and landowners to create at least 400 hectares (1,000 acres) of
new native woodland and ensure that at least 60% of all woodland is in active
management by 2018. This provides a direct incentive to establish a long term
source of timber suitable for conversion to heating fuel as well as for construction
purposes or fumniture manufacture. It is also the Park's policy to develop a locally
based wood-fuel initiative, giving further impetus to such a transition.

There is potential for small and medium sized biomass district heating schemes
based in Gargrave and Malhamdale’s villages and for larger individual properties the
potential for biomass heating is well worth considering. Biomass heating for
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individual homes or as a community scheme benefits from the government's
Renewable Heat Incentive. The community option should be considered in the design
of all new housing developments, especially affordable housing where planning
guidelines call for high density development.

This is the last of this series of articles on community energy and | wish to thank the
Gargrave and Malhamdale Parish Magazines for allowing me to use these pages to
gel my message across.

The message is that making the transition to a low carbon economy is not just a
question of finding the cheapest substitute for dirty fossil fuels. It is an opportunity to
make changes to our lifestyle that will benefit us all as a community and provide better
employment opportunities in the Dales for our children and grandchildren. Solar
panels can be mounted in fields, on barmns and contribute to farm incomes or on
church roofs and cut power bills. Community owned small wind turbines can provide
similar benefits while hydro can contribute to more effective river management. By
opling for wood fuel we encourage a whole new industry, which actually enhances the
environment as well as providing jobs. All of these technologies benefit from
government subsidies and by raising the initial capital outlay by public investment in a
Community Benefit Society we can maximise the benefits and share in the wealth that
is created.
